One of the hottest products coming out of
October’s Mass Market Toy Fair is Basic Fun’s
line of Talking Key chains. Almost any movie
or TV show that contains classic phrases is sure
to make a great novelty product. Cartman’s
“Respect my Authority” is a favorite that can
be heard on Basic Fun’s Southpark keychain.
Fox’s Napoleon Dynamite continues to be
hot, and in 2006, look for more classic
movies on Talking Key chains.

Another fast mover: removable, reusable
Ipod Covers. The covers are sold in blister
packs of five designs for each license. They
feature Happy Bunny, the NBA, Hello Kitty
and Disney Properties. Animae fans can
select Naruto and Full Metal Alchemist
covers.

Basic Fun has also found its niche within the
preschool segment with Magic Washcloths.
Sold as a “compressed puck”, these wash-

cloths magically open to
their standard shape when
dropped in the tub. Each
soft cloth features a
licensed character such as
Hello Kitty, Mr. Potato
Head, and many others.
Although by definition a
bath item, they are being
marketed in the toy aisle
as a novelty toy.

The key to Basic Fun’s
future is, ironically, more
than the key chains that
made them famous.
Growing and innovat-
ing with the market,
they are unlocking the
trends that will lead
the way in the novelty
category.
